» Be non-judgemental: Explain that you would never blame them for anything that might
happen online. and you will always give them calm and loving support.

» Supervise your child while they're online: Keep the devices your child uses in communal
areas of the house such as in the living reom or kitchen where an appropriate adult is able
to supervise. It is not safe for 4-7 year olds to access the internet unsupervised in private
spaces, such as alone in a bedroom or bathroom.

+ Talk to your child about how their online actions can affect others: If your child is engaging
